Body worn video cameras (BWVs) are available to staff to choose whether they wish
to wear these to help reduce the impact of any incident of violence or abuse. They
should be activated when the wearer feels at risk of violence and/or abuse or when a
situation escalates or is at risk of escalating and the wearer feels vulnerable or at
risk.

BWV trained staff who are wearing BWYV should activate their device when their risk
assessment of the situation indicates an increased potential threat to the safety of the
user and/or their colleagues or members of the public.

The decision to record or not to record any incident of violence and abuse always
remains at the discretion of the trained user. The sole purpose of recording is to
capture evidence relating to an incident of violence or abuse. A BWV is not to be
used for any other reason.
